In the first football played between UMaine and Boston University in 13 years, the University of Maine Black Bears club football team defeated the BU Terriers 9-0. In the highly publicized event with nearly 1000 people in attendance, the game was a true defensive battle. In the first half Maine would drive into the Terriers red zone twice, but the BU defense would force a fumble and QB Brett Davison would be intercepted at the BU 2 yard line, and the game would remain scoreless at the half. The Black Bears would drive to the BU 32 in their opening drive of the second half but Davison would be picked off by former UVM DB Connor Bailey. Maine would force a 3 and out would start at their own 45 yard line. Two plays later, Davison would find reigning Offensive player of the week Jesse Miller for a 54 yard touchdown pass. Davison would mishandle the snap on the Dustin Snow’s extra point attempt and the Bears would lead 6-0. On BU’s next offensive play, QB Joe Tiano would be intercepted by Maine CB Joe Bailey. Maine would drive into BU territory and add to their lead in the 4th quarter with a Snow 32 yard field goal. With 3:14 to go, BU would make one final threat as Tiano would complete a 48 yard pass to Marcus Gray giving BU a first down at the Maine 16 yard line. The Black Bears would force a turnover on downs giving the ball back to the offense with 1:34. FB Kyle Ross would pick up the Maine first down with 46 seconds remaining resulting in the 9-0 final. Maine improves to 3-0 in Yankee Collegiate football Conference play, BU drops to 1-1. The Black Bears entered the weekend ranked #3 in the nation in the NCFA Coaches Poll.
