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At Morse Field Saturday night the Yankee Collegiate Football Conference kicked off it's Inaugural game with the University of Maine Black Bears defeating the Clarkson University Golden Knights 51-25. Maine would take the opening drive to the Clarkson 10 yard line but but the drive would stall due to a fumbled exchange between QB Brett Davison and RB Shawn Dew would be recovered by the Knights. Three plays later a low snap would roll into the endzone for a safety and an early 2-0 lead for Maine. On the ensuing drive the Bears would drive 53 yards on 3 plays capped off by a 35 yard TD pass from Davison to WR Mark Ensworth for the first TD in YCFC history and with Dustin Snow's PAT, Maine had a 9-0 lead. Clarkson would drive to midfield but would turn the ball over on downs. Maine would capitalize on good field position driving 49 yards in 6 plays with a 8 yard TD pass to TE Dave McGuire. Maine would score again quickly with a 36 yard run by RB Shawn Dew and a 22 yard TD pass from Davison to Jesse Miller, and would score on their 4th consecutive posession on a 1 yard run by Davison.

Clarkson would use a dangerous passing game to keep the score close with a pair of TD passes of 44 and 41 yards from QB Austin Hill to WR Matt LaFlair. Maine would end the first half with a  30-13 lead.

Maine would add to the lead in the 3rd quarter with Davison would hit Stave Siviski for 3 passes on the drive capped off by a 12 yd TD. and a 37-13 lead after 3 quarters of play

The Golden Knights refusing to give up connected on the first play of the 4th quarter with another Hill deep pass this time 56 yards to Kevin Labas. The PAT would fail and the score would be 37-19. Maine would answer with Davison finding Ensworth for his second score of the game making the score 44-19. Clarkson would respond again with a 45 yard drive ending in a Mahamadu Trawally 1 yard run. Maine would put the game away on the next offensive play with FB Kyle Ross rumbling 60 yards for the score and the 51-25 final. Davison would end the night 12-19 passing for 231 yards and 5 TDs plus one rushing TD. Shawn Dew would rush 18 times for 195 yards. Maine LB Nate Rocker would lead the defense recording 4 sacks and a blocked FG.

Next week Maine will travel to Bronx NY to face the Northeast Elite collegiate developmental team  while Clarkson will host Southwest Connecticut (a team made up of the SW Connecticut Community College system schools)
