For the first time in NCFA his-
tory, a new team will be enter-
ing into the league already
commanding an enormous
amount of respect. Last sea-
son, Ohio State went unde-
feated, playing primarily teams
from the Great Lakes. The
Great Lakes is arguably the
toughest conference in the
country, and it is therefore no
easy feat to win a game in that
region, let alone to go unde-

| feated. Wright State, which has

been a very solid football team
over the years, went 5 and 4
last season. The last time
these two teams met, Ohio

State only won by a touchdown,

beating the Raiders 25 to 18.
