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UVM football to host UMaine with a potential Yankee Conference championship may sound like a headline from the 1970's, but it will be all so true on November 6, 2010. After a 24-7 by the University of Vermont club football team over the University of Maine club in last Saturday night's rivalry game, the Catamounts (5-1) have earned the #2 seed in the Yankee Collegiate Football Conference playoffs ahead of the rival Black Bears (4-2) who enter the playoffs as the #3 seed. In addition to the two clubs YCFC postseason standings, the UVM victory awarded them the nationally recognized NCFA North Atlantic Conference title as well as the Catamounts earning the "Whitman-DeLuca jug", the rivalry trophy which they will keep until the two clubs face off in next year's rivalry game.

The game will take place Saturday night at Burlington HS, with a 6:00 pm kickoff. the victor will face the winner of the SW Connecticut Grizzlies - Bronx Elite semifinal game. SWC has defeated both clubs this season. Should SWC win, the winner of the Maine-Vermont game will travel to Meriden CT on Sunday November 14th at 1:00 for the Yankee Bowl championship game. Should Bronx upset the Grizzlies, they would travel to the winner between the Black Bears and Catamounts with game date, time, and location not yet known for the Yankee Bowl.
