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In Bronx NY on Saturday night, the University of Maine club football team improved to 2-0 in the Yankee Collegiate Football Conference with an 8-6 victory over the Northeast Elite (Bronx Rebels collegiate developmental team). After a scoreless first quarter, Bronx  would return a Maine punt to the Maine 42 yard line and drive for the score capped off by a 15 yard TD pass from QB Dexter Bellow to Chavaar Warren. The PAT pass attempt would fall incomplete but Bronx would have a 6-0 lead at halftime. After forcing a 3 and out on the Rebels first posession, UMaine would drive deep into Bronx territory but Brett Davison's pass would be intercepted at the Bronx yard line. On the following play Bronx RB Sandy Joseph would be tackled in the endzone by Maine DE Jeff Langenheim for a safety. Maine would finally reach paydirt as Davison would hit WR Jesse Miller on a 22 yard TD pass. Dustin Snow's kick was blocked but Maine would lead 8-6. Bronx would drive deep into Maine territory late in the 4th quarter but a false start on 2nd and goal from the 4 yard line followed by two incomplete passes would give the ball back to Maine. Steve Siviski playing RB for the injured Shawn Dew would pick up two first downs earning some field position and taking the game clock down to 1:44 before Bronx would force a Maine punt. Joseph would break 2 tackles and rush to the Maine 22 yard line, however the play would come back due to a personal foul on Bronx OT Chris Forte for ripping Langenheim's helmet off during the play. Bronx  would then turn the ball over on downs and Maine would take a final kneel down to end the game and the 8-6 final. Maine improves to 2-0 keeping pace with the SW. Connecticut Grizzlies for the top overall spot in the standings, Bronx drops to 1-1. Up next for the Black Bears is a trip to Steinbrenner Stadium at MIT in Boston to take on the Boston University Terriers on Sunday 10/3. UMaine entered the game ranked #4 in the nation in the NCFA Coaches Poll
